(To be placed in your file and opened senior year)

As you move into the future, it is important to think about what goals and expectations you have for yourself and how those expectations fit with those of others.

Write a letter to your “Future Senior Self” that addresses the following:

1. What new things do you hope to do/learn in the next 3 years in high school?

2. What part of your identity do you most value?  Which part(s) would you most like to change or further develop?

3. What are your parents’ expectations of you?  What do they expect from you in academics, extracurricular activities, and friends?  How do you feel about these expectations?  Are they realistic?  Are they the same expectations you have for yourself? What expectations do you have for yourself that are different from those of your parents?  What goals are most important for you?
4. Get specific.  What college do you want to go to?  Where do you think you’ll go? What do you think you’ll major in?  What do you think you’ll get on the ACT/SAT?  Where do you want to travel?  

5. Talk about some fun stuff too.  SPEND SOME TIME ON THIS ONE!  Who are your friends?  What are your hobbies?  What do you want to study in college and where do you want to go?  Who do you have a crush on?  What’s the funniest thing that happened this year?  What will you remember most from freshman year?  What clubs and sports do you think you’ll join in the next few years?  What are your “favorite” things: movies, books, TV shows, internet stuff, music, etc.?
6. What’s the most important thing you’ve learned so far in high school?
