Jurassic Park Writing Assignment:  Due Tomorrow!
You watched the 5 minute clip and took notes on EVERYTHING that happened.  Now, you’re going to practice some of the skills of writing we’ve been working on so far. 

First, understand that you will be writing a scene—the scene you just watched.  However, there are 3 things that will guide your writing:

1)  You will ONLY use active, vivid verbs.  You are not allowed to use “to be” verbs: is, am, are, was, were, be, being, been.  None of these words should show up in your writing FOR THIS ASSIGNMENT (clearly, in your narrative, you’ll need to use these words).  The reason why we’re doing this is because these “to be” words are pretty vague, general, and boring.  

So, instead of “to be” words you will use ACTIVE, VIVID, ENGAGING verbs.  This will affect your both your diction and your syntax. It should help you show more. 
2) You will practice SHOW, Don’t TELL.  Not only will you obviously use vivid description (not just physical, but emotional, dialogue, etc.), but you will need to select WHERE to show, and WHERE to tell.  
So, I’m only allowing you 3 places to put the actions on “pause,” slow down, and vividly describe.   Which 3 moments are definitely the moments that NEED to be seen/described vividly?  Which can be glossed over? 
****LABEL THE THREE PLACES THAT YOU “PAUSED” THE ACTION AND DOVE INTO SOME INTENSE, VIVID DESCRIPTION!!!

3) You need to decide what perspective to tell the story from, and what you want to emphasize (this will help your SHOW, DON’T TELL).  So, be creative, you can tell the story from the T-Rex’s perspective emphasizing his hunger, from the boy’s perspective, emphasizing his love for his sister, from the guy on the toilet’s perspective, emphasizing his shame, whatever.  Or, it could be 3rd person.  But, AT THE TOP OF YOUR PAPER YOU MUST WRITE WHAT PERSPECTIVE AND WHAT “THING” YOU’RE EMPHASIZING
GOOD LUCK.  This assignment is really hard.  Let’s see what you can do as a writer!
