Discussion Questions for Discussion #2
Prepare pieces of textual evidence, with page numbers, to refer to as you discuss.  Also, provide a sub-question that you think could help to push the main question further toward deeper analysis.  Finally, be prepared to steer away from your notes if the conversation takes a turn.  DON’T BE STARING AT YOUR NOTES THE WHOLE TIME! This is a conversation!  Be prepared to improvise and think on the spot!

1.  Be prepared to use your Mango-lens skills!  What gender commentary is present?  Other lenses?  Be prepared to use specific examples.  
2. Know the details of the examples that Krakauer includes to help give us insights about Chris: Rosellini, Waterman, McCunn, Ruess, the Papar monks, Krakauer himself, etc.  What are the important lines/situations that echo Chris’s experiences?
3. Be prepared to discuss Chris’s representation in this book.  What would he have to say about it?  
4. In what specific ways does Chris connect to transcendentalism, or not. (Remember, loosely, transcendentalism is an ideological movement that placed great emphasis on the individual, nature, freedom, nonconformity, and spiritual wealth).
