Graded Discussion Questions/Topics for Discussion #3
Prepare pieces of textual evidence, with page numbers, to refer to as you discuss.  Also, provide a sub-question that you think could help to push the main question further toward deeper analysis.  Finally, be prepared to steer away from your notes if the conversation takes a turn.  DON’T BE STARING AT YOUR NOTES THE WHOLE TIME! This is a conversation!  Be prepared to improvise and think on the spot!

1. Be prepared to discuss Krakauer’s understanding of how exactly Chris died.  What are his theories?  How does he revise them?  
2. Be prepared to discuss how (or if) Chris changes in the final chapters of the book.  Also discuss what you think the “message” of the book (or Chris’s life) might be.
3. Be prepared to discuss the article about Carine and any insights this provides.  

4. Be prepared to discuss whether or not Chris was successful or happy.  How should we understand his experience?
